Village of Centerburg Council held its regular monthly meeting on Monday, Apr. 4, 2011.

Although Mayor Diana Stockmaster wanted to table until May, Council passed the ordinance for the creation of Centerburg Township. The Village and Hilliar Township will work out the details.

Council voted not to ask the State for a hearing on a liquor license for Jeff Crocker with Long Branch Pizza.

During reports, Solicitor Kyle Stroh requested an executive session to discuss the acquisition of land. Stroh's been working with the Fire District regarding employee compensation. He gave the status on the Kno-Ho-Co project; by the end of April all properties are expected to have residents.

Councilperson Dave Beck reported on the Fire District meeting, that they are working on improving the department. Five hydrants were checked and all but one was working correctly, and in an emergency situation that one will work. Beck also reported on the Centerburg Joint Recreation District. Some upcoming events include the following: a coyote howl and fox watch on April 9 at the Centerburg Conservation Club; a "spring" dance TBA; spring soccer running from May 18 through June 22 for ages 3 - 6 and ages 7 - 9. Lastly, there will be summer camps for three weeks running from July 11 - 29 from 9:00 - 3:30 p.m. See www.cjrd.org for details. For soccer, see www.jumpstartsports.com for registration.

Councilperson Susie Oswalt reported on the Knox County Regional Planning Commission meeting. Officers elected included one returning and two new ones. Corrections to the Clinton Township Zoning Code were approved.

A budget workshop will be Friday, Apr. 29, at 10:00 a.m.

The ordinance to amend compensation of Council and Mayor was approved. An Ordinance to increase water rates was approved as well.
